Pre-registration: 
Entries must pre-register by 5:00 p.m. on Friday, 9 November, 2012
Parade Route: 
The parade begins at the Train tracks on Market Street, proceeds up Market Street to Main Street, turns left on Main Street, passes the Anderson County Courthouse, turns right (at stop-light) onto Broad Street.  Vehicles then turn left on Hicks Street, marching units turn right, behind the courthouse and continue back to Main Street and enter the Ritz Theater after completion of the Parade.

Motorized Entries: 
Limit 2 vehicles per entry. *All entries should be decorated in Red-White & Blue * (Limit does NOT apply to Military or Emergency Vehicles.)
Horses: 
Must have on a diaper, bag or someone walking with a scoop. All other animal entries, please contact Leon Jaquet. (City Ordinance requires owners to pick up after their pets)
Drivers:  
ALL drivers must be 16 years of age with a valid Tennessee Drivers License. ALL Vehicles must be street legal. NO “ATVs” – Strictly Enforced.

Parade Check-in:  
Marchers / Color Guards and Bands will check in near the Train Tracks, by the former Little China Restaurant.  Vehicles will check-in at the Anderson County Fair Grounds on Nave Street no later that 5:30 p.m. (Map attached)
No Stopping:   
Units are not allowed to stop along the parade route to perform, unless prior authorization in given by the parade coordinator.

Throwing of Objects: Throwing of objects is strictly prohibited.

Participation in the parade in no way releases anyone from observing all laws and regulations of the City of Clinton or Anderson County.
